EXPANDING WILDLIFE OPPORTUNITIES

Project WINGS (Wildlife
Incentives for Non-game &
Game Species) expanded
again this year with additional
funding commitments for
landowners and leaseholders

interested in converting
right-of-ways lands for
wildlife habitat. Since
1998, WINGS has earned several national awards
and provided 2.34 million dollars in corporate grants
to individuals, creating more than 18,600 acres of
new wildlife.

The Lagoon Pumpout Program now marks its
15" year of service to

The end result is
increased farm income, improved farm safety
and cleaner water for everyone.

HELPING RURAL TRANSPORTATION

The Rural Road Stripe Program serviced six (6)
member counties in 2009 by striping more than
seven hundred seventy
(770) miles of county
roads. The Road Stripe
Program provides an
operator, a GM-T Series
truck, DOT certified
traffic paints and -
reflective beads to enhance public safety while
saving tax dollars. Motorist safety is greatly
improved through the use of night reflective glass
beads to guide drivers along their way. To date
over 9,000 miles of county roads have been
improved through this service.
